Officer Denzinger and Officer Joel White where in
the driveway of a residence speaking to the homeowner and another relative, the homeowner's son was inside the
residence and began shooting at Officer’s Denzinger and White with a military rifle. Denzinger heard the first shot and
pushed the shooters relative to safety before being shot in the back. Officer Joel White was shot in the hip and later
recovered. The suspect committed suicide in the home a short time later. Officer Denzinger had served the Floyd County
Police 5 years as a patrolman. He is survived by his wife, 4-year-old daughter, parents, and two sisters. Hoops for Heroes
is committed to keep Frank’s memory alive and to provide funds to local scholarships and donations to families of
injured or downed officers, firefighters, or military representative in Denzinger’s name.
